praise of his glory. In him you also, when you had heard the word of truth, the gospel  
of your salvation, and had believed in him, were marked with the seal of the promised  
Holy Spirit; this is the pledge of our inheritance toward redemption as God's own  
people, to the praise of his glory. I have heard of your faith in the Lord Jesus and your  
love toward all the saints, and for this reason I do not cease to give thanks for you as I  
remember you in my prayers.

The Great Thanksgiving� BCP, Prayer D (Expansive)

Celebrant 	 It is truly right to glorify you, Holy One, and to give you thanks; for you  
alone are God, living and true, dwelling in light inaccessible from before time and for  
ever. Fountain of life and source of all goodness, you made all things and fill them with  
your blessing; you created them to rejoice in the splendor of your radiance. Countless  
throngs of angels stand before you to serve you night and day; and, beholding the glory  
of your presence, they offer you unceasing praise. Joining with them, and giving voice  
to every creature under heaven, we acclaim you, and glorify your Name, as we say:
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We acclaim you, holy God, glorious in power. Your mighty works reveal your wisdom  
and love. You formed us in your own image, giving the whole world into our care, so  
that, in obedience to you, our Creator, we might rule and serve all your creatures. When  
our disobedience took us far from you, you did not abandon us to the power of death.  
In your mercy you came to our help, so that in seeking you we might find you. Again  
and again you called us into covenant with you, and through the prophets you taught us  
to hope for salvation. 

Holy God, you loved the world so much that in the fullness of time you sent your only  
Son to be our Savior. Incarnate by the Holy Spirit, born of the Virgin Mary, Jesus lived  
as one of us, yet without sin. To the poor he proclaimed the good news of salvation;  
to prisoners, freedom; to the sorrowful, joy. To fulfill your purpose Jesus gave himself  
up to death; and, rising from the grave, destroyed death, and made the whole creation  
new.

And, that we might live no longer for ourselves, but for Christ who died and rose for  
us, you sent the Holy Spirit, your own first gift for those who believe, to complete your  
work in the world, and to bring to fulfillment the sanctification of all.

When the hour had come for Jesus to be glorified by you, his heavenly Father, having  
loved his own who were in the world, he loved them to the end; at supper with them  
Jesus took bread, and when he had given thanks to you, he broke it, and gave it to his  
disciples, and said, "Take, eat: This is my Body, which is given for you. Do this for the  
remembrance of me."

After supper Jesus took the cup of wine; and when he had given thanks, he gave it to them, 
and said, "Drink this, all of you: This is my Blood of the new Covenant, which is shed for 
you and for many for the forgiveness of sins. Whenever you drink it, do this for the re-
membrance of me."

Almighty God, we now celebrate this memorial of our redemption. Recalling Christ’s death 
and descent among the dead, proclaiming Christ’s resurrection and ascension to your right 
hand, awaiting Christ’s coming in glory; and offering to you, from the gifts you have given 
us, this bread and this cup, we praise you and we bless you.

ABOUT THE MUSIC: The music and language of the Abundant Table service are drawn  
from many styles and cultures, reflecting the rich diversity of God’s kingdom. Much of  
our worship draws from the traditions of Black American music — spirituals, jazz, and  
Afro-Caribbean rhythms — honoring their history and resilience, and celebrating their  
vibrant contributions to the song of the Church.

ABOUT THE LITURGY: Liturgy is a word that comes from Greek and means "the work of  
the people." This word reminds us that our bodies are an essential part of worship. The  
Abundant Table liturgy highlights two unique liturgical movements. The first is a  
movement toward the table. Jesus invites those who have taken a seat of humility to be  
given a seat of honor at the table of God. In this spirit, after the table is prepared, the  
congregation is invited to make a circle around the altar. During the Eucharistic Prayer,  
a prayer of thanksgiving, while the priest extends their hands to bless the bread and  
wine, the people lift their hands in a spirit of gratitude for this spiritual meal. Please  
participate in these movements to your comfort level.
